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Enrichment Components

Physical Education and Nutrition: The Center for Closing the Health Gap will be partnering with us to provide fitness training and lessons on proper nutrition to help combat childhood obesity. 
Reading Enrichment in partnership with Cincinnati Public Schools: Paraprofessionals from CPS will implement a State approved reading enrichment program at all sites. 
Financial Literacy provided by local banks: We will have the Community Reinvestment Officers from many of the local banks teaching financial literacy to our children. This year, it will include a field trip to a local branch bank and the Federal Reserve.  
Drug and Alcohol Prevention: The Crossroads Center will partner with us to provide lessons on ways to avoid using drugs and alcohol as youths.
Character Building and Self-Esteem:  The Crossroads Center will be facilitating lessons at our sites that will help our children building character and self-esteem.

Making Good Life Choices and Relationships:  Each church/site leader will be incorporating lessons and activities into each day. The lessons will address ways for the children to learn the difference between good and bad choices and how to build positive relationships with others.

Parent Meeting and Participation: A mandatory meeting will be organized by WAI at the start and end of the 10 week program for both parents and children. The objective will be to give the parents an overview of the program and to discuss how they need to reinforce the learning of their children when they are at home.

Field Trips: A variety of field trips have been planned to broaden the children’s cultural and civic awareness. Many chaperones are needed to facilitate these trips.
